BABY RAG QUILT
Approximate Size: 40” x 48”
The Rag Quilt is made quilted square by quilted square. Once the squares are sewn together, you’re done! The top and backing are all sewn at one time, made into rows, and then the rows are attached. Clipping the seams and washing the quilt give it the “rag” effect. 
This kit includes 60 pre-cut 8” flannel squares, which will finish to a 6” block. We do not recommend the use of batting so that the quilt isn’t too heavy; you might consider using a layer of flannel in lieu of the batting if you want a little more weight to the quilt.  If you decide to use batting in your baby quilt, you will need 30 – 7” squares (not included in kit.)
1. Layer the fabric squares wrong sides together, two per block.

2. Quilt each square by sewing an X across the block from corner to corner. Using a walking foot is helpful, but not absolutely necessary. Small puckers and a little shifting are nothing to worry about…it will all work out once the seams are clipped and the quilt is washed.

3. Sew the quilt blocks together with a one-half inch seam allowance making sure all seams are on the same side of the quilt top. Sew blocks into rows and then sew the rows together to make the quilt. All of the raw edge seams should be on the top of the quilt.
4. Clip the seams 1/8 to 1/4 inch apart, clipping down to the stitching but not through the stitch line.

5. The quilt is ready to wash once the clipping is completed. After it is done in the washer, take it outside and shake it, then put it in the dryer. Be sure to clean the lint trap frequently in both the washer and dryer. Use a lint brush after the drying is completed to remove any remaining lint/threads from the quilt.
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
